I started on a 67 Ford Fairlane with a friend of mine, intending to
restore it. The two of us stripped the entire car only to find a bunch of rust. Quickly realizing we were in over our heads
it was sold to someone who knew what they were doing. My first vehicle was a 1999 Mustang GT I purchased in 2001.
To this day I remember reading about the new chassis and seeing the body style. Between the sharp lines, long hood
and natural rake it had, I loved the look of the 99-04 body style and about the same as the 89-90 GTs, which are my
favorite.

Here is a picture of my 2011 GT. I ordered it in February 2010 and took delivery of it at Bobby Jones Ford in May
2010. The car is amazing to dive and has very little room for improvement right from the factory. Besides the aesthetic
modifications, I’ve added an intake, exhaust, and a Focal stereo system. The gap in drivability is a far cry from my
1999 GT. I am ashamed to take a picture of it, because it has been neglected far too long and needs quite a bit of work.
The only stock items left on it are the block and rotating assembly. I’ve replaced everything from the suspension to the
electronics. Some of the major issues it has now are that it has a header leak due to a stripped head bolt, the car is not
tuned properly and runs extremely rich, my hood flew up while driving on the highway at 70mph, damaging my hood,
windshield wipers and plastic assembly, and it needs a new paint job. Im looking forward to some of the car shows and
events. I’ m fairly new to the area and have haven't been to any of the tracks around Georgia, except the House of

Hook.”
