For those of you who are interested in seeing if your car runs as great as it looks, weôll be closing out 2009 with a Day at 

the Drags (Carolina Dragway in Jackson, SC).  Admit it, as Mustangers we all have that secret ñneed for speedò.  If we 

didnôt, we would have joined the Yugo club.  Well, this is an opportunity to go as fast as you can, in ¼ mile increments, 

within the safe confines of a sanctioned drag strip.  However, there are some rules, regulations, safety tips and 

recommendations: 

 

1. The cost to race is $15, men spectators $10, lady spectators $5, children under 10 free. 
2. You must have a DOT-approved helmet to race.  The track rents helmets for $5 and your license (you wonôt 

need it to run on their private drag strip).  You get your license back when you return the helmet as you leave 
the track. 

3. You will sign a paper releasing the track from ALL liability.  If you wreck, it will be your fault and in all 
likelihood your insurance will not cover damages incurred while racing. 

4. Follow the directions that are given by the track personnel. 
5. Pay attention to yourself and not the other car and you will do fine and have a blast. 
6. For optimum times, have about ¼ to 3/8 of a tank of gas and remove any excess weight. 
7. You can experiment with running with t/c on or off, shift points/rpms, etc.; you are allowed to run as many 

times as you want/can before 5pm. 
 

For those who do not know where the track is, I will be at the SC rest area (after the river and before exit #1) at 12:30pm.  

We can caravan to Jackson.  The track opens at 1pm and we can race until 5pm.  I hope you come out; itôs a heck of an 

adrenaline rush and a lot of fun.  And, youôll be running alongside fellow Mustangers.  That is unless some of you want to 

pick on a Camaro or Challenger/Charger!
